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"Who''s" means "who is" or "who has," while "whose" shows possession. Learn the difference and write

confidently!

Whose is the possessive form of the pronoun who, while who''s is a contraction of the words who is or who

has. However, many people still find whose and who''s particularly confusing ...

Who''s and whose are easy to confuse. Who''s means who is or who has. Whose shows possession (e.g., Never

trust a doctor whose plants have died).

The core who''s vs whose rule comes down to function, not spelling. Whose is always possessive and answers

questions of ownership, regardless of whether the noun is a person, animal, ...

It''s important to note the difference between whose and who''s, as they can be easily confused. Remember,

whose shows possession while who''s is a contraction of "who is" or "who has."

The correct choice is whose. So what is the difference between whose and who''s? The word whose is the

possessive form of the pronoun who. It is used in questions to ask who owns something, has ...

Whose is a possessive adjective. (Whose shoes are these?) Who''s is a contraction for who is or who has.

(Who''s seen this movie?) Tip to remember: If you''re showing ownership, always ...

Who''s is a contraction of &quot;who is,&quot; as in &quot;who''s there? and &quot;the friend who''s

calling,&quot; or of &quot;who has,&quot; as in &quot;who''s got the time?&quot; and &quot;the friend

who''s helped before.&quot;
